Throughout the whole novel there persists a search
for faith, for God--the central idea of the work.

The dramatization of lvan’s repudiation of God is
concentrated in the famous “Legend of the Grand
Inquisitor.” A response to lvan is contained in the
preaching of the monk Zosima that the secret of
universal harmony is not achieved by the mind but
by the heart.
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
